
Association of Train Operating Companies (ATOC)

ATOC is the legally constituted organisation representing Train Operators in the United Kingdom in consultations with government, safety and regulatory authorities to express the views, knowledge and aims of its members.

Expertise

The Engineering Group at ATOC represents its member companies on the development of European Standards relating to passenger rolling stock.  It is also has a role to promote best practice in rolling stock procurement and maintenance within the engineering departments of its member companies and promote continuous improvement in reliability, safety and economic performance of passenger rolling stock in UK. There are over 10,000 passenger rail vehicles operated by  ATOC’s member companies.  The Engineering Group consists of just three full-time technical members (see key personnel below) but has the opportunity to draw on the expertise of all qualified engineers working within the UK train operating community.

Role within SAFEINTERIORS
WP2: As a representative of passenger train operators ATOC will concentrate input on element 3 reviewing current practice and standards with in respect of ergonomic requirements for passenger comfort and access/egress to vehicles, as well as the needs of disabled persons.

WP4: ATOC input will build on input to WP2 ensuring that equipment specifications and interior layouts being developed for this project are practicable and appropriate to overall passenger needs.

WP6: Using experience with other TSI and EN reviews ATOC will ensure that the outputs of the group are formulated in a way suitable for incorporation in future European Standards
