Expertise

ALSTOM Transport has a long experience in passive safety. Several projects have been developed using combined methodology, including numerical simulations and testing. Most of the vehicles have been tested successfully at scale 1:1, which validates the methodology. On the site of Reichshoffen (France), a test facility has been built, based on pyrotechnical energy. It is able to launch a mass with a maximum kinetic energy of 6MJ or to create various pulses to simulate secondary impacts of dummies. ALSTOM Transport also participated at previous projects such as Traincol (Brite Euram 3385-89), Safetrain (Brite Euram 3092) and Safetram (G3RD-CT-2001-00492).

Role within SAFEINTERIORS

As safety is a key issue for travellers and public authorities, ALSTOM Transport will participate in the Safeinteriors project taking in charge part of the design of new layouts and physical and virtual testing. ALSTOM will also participate to the crash pulses definition and the recommendations for standard.
